RYE TOWNSHIP
SUPERVISORS’ MEETING
October 24, 2011
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PRESENT: Chairman Robert Lightner, Supervisor Ken Quigley, Daisy Lightner, Secretary/
Treasurer, Ron Cree, Zoning Officer, William and Barbara Holley, Tamara Matter, John W.
Smith, Jessica Sprajcar of the Patriot News and Luke Roman of the Duncannon Record.

The meeting was held at the municipal building and called to order at 7:30 PM.
Chairman Lightner convened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance to the flag. The meeting
was tape recorded to aid with the preparation of minutes.

CITIZEN PARTICIPATION: Chairman Lightner asked if there was any citizen participation
at this time. None was offered at this time.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES: Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans
seconded to approve the minutes of the September 26, 2011 Public Hearing as submitted.
Motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans seconded to approve the
minutes of the September 26, 2011 supervisors’ meeting as submitted. Motion carried
unanimously.

Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans seconded to approve the
minutes of the October 6, 2011 supervisors’ budget meeting as submitted. Motion carried
unanimously.

Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans seconded to approve the
minutes of the October 20, 2011 budget meeting as submitted. Motion carried unanimously.

MONTHLY MUNICIPAL REPORTS: The October Zoning Report was submitted by Zoning
Officer, Ron Cree, and read as follows: two (2) zoning permits issued, two (2) certificates of use; 12
calls and/or complaints logged; mileage of 88 miles; collected $210.00 in fees.

The Sewage Enforcement Report was submitted by Mike Higgins, SEO and read by Chairman
Lightner as follows: one (1) planning review for Albright, one (1) perc and one (1) probe for Miller for
a total due in wages of $275.00.

The October Road Report was submitted by Road Foreman, Brad Sloop. Supervisor Quigley
read the report and placed the report on the front table for review. Supervisor Quigley noted that the
road crew cleaned up the various Township roads in conjunction with the semi-annual fall clean up.
Quigley noted that 25 MPH speed limit signs were purchased and replaced throughout the Township
in compliance with high reflectivity guidelines. Quigley expressed concern with a washout at a
culvert on Millers Gap Road from Tropical storm Lee.

Supervisor Quigley also noted that he attended a field view held by Penn DOT at the Pine
Hill Road Bridge. The bridge project was approved for funding for replacement through Penn
DOT’s TIP program at 80% reimbursement. In other words, the Township will pay 20% of the costs
to replace the bridge. The construction start date is not known, but is at least two years down the
road. Design of the bridge is anticipated to begin early in 2012.

Corporal Mark VanHorn of the Pennsylvania State Police, Newport Barracks was in
attendance and reported the State Police handled 18 incidents in the last month for Rye
Township. Corporal Van Horn reviewed and compared incidents for the last three years and
noted that the rate of incidents has not increased with the disbandment of the local police
department in July 2010. The Corporal explained that out of the 18 incidents, only 5 were
considered major, which consisted of 1 crash and 4 criminal incidents: 1 fraud/forgery; 1
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criminal mischief (a broken window); and 1 theft among a family member; and the 1 theft of a
bicycle. Residents discussed concerns with speeding on SR 850 and Lambs Gap Road mainly
during rush hour in the morning and afternoon. The Corporal indicated he would discuss this
concern with Sergeant Ringer.

The Board thanked the Corporal for taking time to attend and provide us with a report.
Those in attendance along with the Board expressed appreciation to the State Police for their
coverage. In particular, Supervisor Quigley expressed appreciation for the quick response when
Township property is damaged from an accident. The Township was able to recoup over $2,000
in damage to guiderail and signs this year because the PSP promptly provided the insurance
information to the Township office.

Tammy Matter of the Recreation Board announced the last event for the year:

Halloween in the Park Saturday, October 29 at 6:00 PM

Raindate Sunday, October 30 at 5:00 PM

Tammy also noted the need for volunteers to fill vacancies on the Recreation Board for
next year. Contact Nancy Sunday or any Recreation member or the Township office at 957-
2348, if interested.

No Emergency Management report was offered. Chairman Lightner offered that the
Board is in the process of gathering additional quotes for purchase of a generator.

The September Treasurer's Report & General & Solid Waste Fund Balance Reports
were submitted for review and read by the Secretary/Treasurer & with no discussion were
accepted as read pending the independent auditor’s approval.

LEGAL BUSINESS: Solicitor Wagner was absent for health reasons. The Secretary/Treasurer
noted that as directed by the Solicitor at the September 26, 2011 board meeting, she filed a civil
suit at the District Justice on behalf of the Township to recover expenses associated with repairs
from heavy equipment damaging the roadway and shoulder of Lambs Gap Road.

RESOLUTIONS: Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans seconded to adopt
Resolution 11-17, which authorizes the Secretary/Treasurer to make budgetary transfers to the
Solid Waste Fund in the amount of $1,700 and budgetary transfers to the General Fund in the
amount of $34,800. The Secretary/Treasurer explained that these transfers are only on paper to
clean up the budget line items before year end. Motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans seconded to adopt Resolution
11-18 to authorize the Secretary/Treasurer to transfer between funds $38,789.00 from the Solid
Waste Fund into the General Fund and from there process a check to transfer the monies into the
Capital Reserve Fund as a short term Certificate of Deposit at the Bank of Landisburg designated
for use in the General Fund 2012 Budget. Motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans seconded to adopt Resolution
11-19, which designates Daisy Lightner as the applicant’s agent and authorizes her to execute for
and in behalf of Rye Township all required forms and documents for the purpose of obtaining
financial assistance under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act.
Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS: Chairman Lightner announced that Trick or Treat Night would be held
next Monday, October 31, 2011 from 6-8:00 PM.
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NEW BUSINESS: An application for renewal of a junk yard license for Mr. Wood was
received on September 27, 2011. The annual fee of $200.00 was paid in full. An on-site
inspection was conducted by Zoning Officer Ron Cree on October 24, 2011 and revealed no
violations.

Upon due consideration, Supervisor Evans made a motion and Supervisor Quigley
seconded to issue an annual junkyard license for Mr. Donald Wood from October 1, 2011 to
September 30, 2012 for Woody’s Salvage Yard located on New Valley Road, owner Donald
Woods. Motion carried unanimously.

The Board discussed amending the Junkyard Ordinance to add a section dealing with late
application submissions. The Secretary/Treasurer indicated she would add this concern to the
agenda for the next meeting.

Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans seconded to renew the May 24,
1980 winter maintenance agreement between Rye and Carroll Townships for 2012, whereby Rye
Township agrees to plow and cinder Carroll Township’s portion of Pine Hill Road for the year
beginning January 1, 2012 and ending December 31, 2012 for a fee of $60 per round trip. The
cost per round trip remains the same as last year. Motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Quigley made a motion with a second from Supervisor Evans to approve an
additional time extension for the Board to take action on the Preliminary Minor Subdivision Land
Development Plan for Corl/Dittmar (Residual Lands) to December 19, 2011 to allow additional time
for receipt of an NPDES permit from DEP. Motion carried unanimously.

Upon due consideration, Supervisor Evans made a motion to tentatively approve the 2012
proposed budget and authorize the advertisement of the proposed 2012 budget for public review
for the next twenty (20) days with tentative adoption at the November 29, 2011 supervisors’
meeting; Supervisor Quigley seconded; motion carried unanimously. The record notes the
budget is balanced with the use of reserves and without a tax increase.

The Board expressed appreciation to the Secretary/Treasurer for her work in preparing
and balancing the 2012 budget.

The 2012 proposed budget was placed on the front table and made available for public
review.

Supervisor Robert Lightner announced that the proposed Resolution 11-20, the 2012
Salary Schedule, includes his spouse, Daisy Lightner and provided a written memo to the
Secretary. In particular, Resolution 11-20 lists the Administrative Department positions of the
Secretary/Treasurer, the Code Enforcement/ Zoning Officer and the part-time Clerk and part-
time temporary/seasonal road workers. The wage increase proposed is 3% for full time
employees, with a 2 % increase for most part-time employees. With no further discussion,
Supervisor Quigley made a motion to approve Resolution 11-20, the 2012 Salary Schedule,
which establishes the salary increase for all non-union employees effective for the first payroll in
January 2012. Supervisor Evans seconded; motion carried. The record notes that Chairman
Lightner abstained, because of any perceived or potential conflict of interest with Daisy as his
spouse. The union employees wage increase is set by union contract at 4.25% for 2012.

Upon due consideration, Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans
seconded to authorize the advertisement of a resolution for an increase in the 2012 quarterly
commercial trash fees as follows:

$ 115.00 low volume rate increased $ 5.00
$ 165.00 medium volume rate increased $10.00
$ 220.00 largest volume rate increased $15.00

Motion carried unanimously.
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Supervisor Evans made a motion_for the Secretary/Treasurer to deposit the Municipal
Pension System State Aid received for 2011 in the amount of $2,836.38 into the Non-Uniform
Pension Plan at the Pennsylvania Municipal Retirement System, (PMRS). Supervisor Quigley
seconded. Motion carried. Chairman Lightner abstained from the vote due to a possible conflict
of interest announcing that employee, Daisy Lightner is his spouse.

Chairman Lightner announced the following upcoming events:

= The Office will be closed for the Thanksgiving Holiday on Thursday,
November 24" and Friday, November 25".

APPROVAL AND PAYMENT OF THE BILLS: The Secretary/treasurer provided an October
expense check register and submitted the following checks for approval and payment: General Fund
Check’s #s 13249-13289 in the amount of $ 55,856.70. No expense checks void.

Payroll checks #s 6088-6097 in the amount of $5,070.48. No payroll checks void.

Payroll checks #s 6098-6108 in the amount of $4,116.64. No payroll checks void.

Chairman Lightner made a motion to approve the checks and pay the bills, except for
check number 13253 issued to Daisy Lightner for mileage. Supervisor Quigley seconded.
Motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Supervisor Evans seconded to approve check
number 13253 issued to Daisy Lightner for mileage. Motion carried. The record notes
Chairman Lightner abstained from the vote because of a conflict of interest. Daisy Lightner is
his spouse.

CITIZEN PARTICIPATION: Luke Roman, newspaper staff writer, asked a few questions to
clarify information discussed previously.

ADJOURNMENT OF THE MEETING: There being no further business before the Board,
Supervisor Quigley made a motion and Chairman Lightner seconded to adjourn the meeting at
8:21 pm. Motion carried unanimously.
