Please be advised that Penn Waste, Inc has been awarded the Solid Waste Collection contract 
with Rye Township for the term of 1/1/15 - 12/31/16. We look forward to servicing the residents 
of Rye Township. Our goal is to provide you with superior customer service. Please review the 
contents of this flyer for useful information on your collection service.

Your weekly collection day is Tuesday. Please have your items placed at the curb prior to 6:00 
AM as we will start promptly. Your weekly service will consist of four (4) 33 gallon bags or cans. 
Seniors are limited to two (2) 33 gallon bags or containers. Please be aware that each bag or 
trash can receptacle must not exceed 33 gallons or 50 pounds. Overweight bags and cans are 
unsafe for our loaders to lift.

Trash placed out for collection within cans must also be bagged so as not to expose our workers 
to raw garbage.
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Observed holidays are noted in RED. Collection days that fall on or after the 
holiday will be delayed one day. EXCEPTION: If holiday falls on a Saturday 
or Sunday, there is no change in service prior to or after the holiday.

•	Trash must be curb side by 6:00 AM on your collection day.
•	� Bags and cans must not exceed 33 gallons or 50 pounds.
•	� No construction debris or large items such as furniture, freezers, mattresses, 

etc. will be collected curb side. These items are collected at the Township’s bulk 
clean ups. 

•	� Recyclables may be dropped off at the Rye Township Office Building.
•	No electronics: TV, monitors, computers, printers etc. will be collected curb side.

Dear Rye Township Residents,

It is with great sadness that we announce that the Marysville 
Ambulance Association will discontinue emergency 
medical services for the community effective April 30, 
2015. Marysville Ambulance has provided service to the 
community since 1985. For many years, the Association 
struggled with volunteerism and now we feel we can no 
longer provide the services you expect and deserve.

We have been working with neighboring EMS services 
to plan the future of EMS in the community. Although we 
still plan to play an active role in the emergency care, we 
will rely on East Pennsboro Ambulance Service for their 
response and transportation services. We are aware of 
the increased time that it will take for the service from East 
Pennsboro Township Ambulance and are working on having 
a vehicle that will respond when there is a crew available to 
start to help with patient care.

Holy Spirit EMS will continue to provide Advance Life 
Support to the community. A Membership Subscription 
Program will continue to be in place for residents.

Although this decision was tough, we need to ensure 
emergency services coverage is available for our 
community 24 hours a day.
